ﬂleFCOfT] Flickr is an image and video hosting website and online community. It’s a place
where you can store, sort, search and display photos for people to see. Once you put the images on
the site anyone can view them. If you want to share private photos with family or friends, you send
them a message with a Guest Pass link to your page of images. You can upload up to 300 MB of
images per month for free.

grOUponcom Think of Groupon as a “group coupon.” It is a website that offers a deal
of the day in various geographic markets in the U.S. and abroad. One deal, such as a discounted
restaurant meal, is offered per day. If enough people sign up for it, then the deal goes live and is
available to all.

fOUFSQUOrecom Foursquare is a location-based social networking website. This free

service is available to people with GPS-enabled mobile devices, such as smartphones. When you
“check in” at venues such as restaurants or stores, you earn points that can be redeemed for special
discounts and prizes.
